























Timer Setting Instructions

SETTING DAY AND TIME
1. Hold down the CLK (clock) button and press:
a. DAY button to set the day of the week.
b. HOUR and MIN buttons to set the current time of day.

SETTING TIMER

TIME CYCLE ON/OFF

NOTE: Yellow and Blue outlets alternate power, both outlets
cannot be on at the same time-when Yellow outlets are on, the
Blue outlets are off. When the Yellow outlets turn off, the Blue
outlets are switched on automatically. 7 programmable time
cycles are available.

TIMER SETTINGS
1. Press PRG button once. Yellow outlets on. (2.0)
a. Time cycle: 1 ON

2. Press DAY button repeatedly and select desired day(s)
that the Yellow outlets will turn on. (2.1)

a. every day; MO TU WE TH FR SA SU

b. single days: WE

d. weekends: SASU
3. Press HOUR and MIN buttons to set the time of day that
the Yellow outlets will turn on. (2.2)

4. Press PRG button once. Yellow outlets off. (2.3)
a. Timecycle: 1
| OFF

5. Press DAY button repeatedly and select desired day(s)
that the Yellow outlets will turn off. (2.4)

6. Press HOUR and MIN buttons to set the time of day that
the Yellow outlets will turn off. (2.5)

7. To set time cycle 2-7, repeat timer settings 1-6.

8. When timer settings are complete, press CLK button to
exit and return to clock display.

REVIEW / EDIT TIMER SETTINGS

1. Press PRG button to check/display timer settings.
2. To change a time cycle setting, press PRG button to display the incorrect time and press DAY, HOUR and MIN to edit.
3. When settings are complete, press CLK button to exit and return to clock display.

DELETING TIMER SETTINGS

1. Press PRG button to check/display timer settings.
2. Locate the time cycle to be deleted.
3. Hold MODE button down and press PRG button to clear time cycle.

ACTIVATING TIME CYCLE (MODE BUTTON FUNCTIONS)

1. Press the MODE button to display:

a. OFF: Yellow outlets off / Blue outlets on

b. ON: Yellow outlets on / Blue outlets off
¢. AUTO: Programmed Time Cycle(s) timer settings activated

d. RDM: Activate £15 min before / after time cycle 1 and 2

Example #1: If time is 3:00 pm and the timer is set to turn on at 4:00 pm, the yellow outlets will activate when the time reaches 4:00 pm.

Example #2: If time is 3:00pm and the timer is set to turn on at 2:00 pm, the timer will need to cycle until it reaches 2:00 pm for the yellow
outlets to be activated.

TROUBLESHOOTING

1. Timer is set but does not activate yellow outlets.
a. Place time in auto mode, turn power switch off.
b. Timer has not reached programmed set time cycle to turn on (see INITIAL TIMER OPERATION.)
c. Make sure program settings do not overlap each other.
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Optional Cord Reel Operation

1. The optional cord reel provides 15' of cord and will handle a maximum of 15-amps.

2. To latch, pull cord out to full-length. Allow the cord to retract 1-2 feet back into the reel. Pull the cord out slowly-when a ‘click’ is
heard, the cord will lock in place. Plug into wall outlet.

3. To release the cord, unplug from wall outlet, and slowly pull cord out until clicking stops. The lock will release and the cord can be
guided slowly back into the reel. DO NOT allow the cord to fly unrestricted back into the reel.

Moving the Cart

1. Before moving the unit, unplug all power cords and wrap around the cord brackets.
2. Be sure the casters are in the unlocked position and the front door is closed.

3. Move the cart using the handle.

4. After moving, lock the casters.
